Small wonder then that there were few seats to be had for his talk
entitled, ‘Birdwatching in Turkey - Where East meets West’. We
were taken on a trip which started in the area of lade Kulu, one of
the best birding wetlands in Turkey, then on a comprehensive tour
which visited Demirkazik, the Emil Valley, Birecik and the Goksu
Delta. Altogether an excellent talk with over 200 species seen, and
made more interesting coming from the perspective of an artist. A
full list of the species discussed appears in our monthly newsletter,
which is free to members of the Society.

Field Trip: this was a boat trip on the Wash on the RSPB boat
‘Boston Belle’. We boarded at Boston Sluice Bridge at 7.30am and
proceeded down the river Haven. As we approached the Wash we
saw Marsh Harriers put up great flocks of Knot Golden Plover,
Lapwings, Red Plovers, Bar tailed Godwits and Sanderlings. After
a few miles on theWash we turned into the river Welland where we
saw several Common Seals basking on the mud. As we approached
the edge of the Wash on our return the Knot gave a flying display
equal to anything seen last week on ‘Autumn Watch’. What a great
day! Perfect weather and a great list of birds, which include a Black
Redstart.  On the way home we called into Frampton Marsh
Reserve which has recently had a major overhaul. Thanks to the
South Lincs RSPB and Barry and Christine Hancock, who after may
years organising this cruise on behalf of the RSPB are handing over

to someone new.

Honingham Parish Council.
12™ November 2009

A meeting was held in the Village Hall attended by three members of the Council,
the Parish Clerk and three residents of the village. Apologies were received from one
absent member of the Council. The minutes of the last Council meeting were read and
signed. Matters that arose from the minutes were set aside for more detailed discussion
under later headings.

A cheque was signed for the Audit Fee as was a cheque for the setting up of the
Village web site - more of which later. It was also noted that the trees at the rear of the
Bowls Club had now all been lopped and that there would be a cheque to be signed for

this when an invoice had been received.

The Parish Clerk has received a letter from First Bus stating that they will consider
re-routing their buses through the Village at their next planning meeting.

Mr Graham Cullender then gave a report on the proposed Parish Plan and linked
this with the new web site for the village. At the moment there are in fact two web sites ,
one at . and one at wninghs Ctis

1 :';:‘

with the Plan there will be a form distributed to all residents in the village in January

. asking for comments and views on a number of questions. We would be very pleased if

you could take time and fill these in as we will make every effort to collect these in
person from you at a later time. Please do not file them in the bin as we need a large feed
back to enable us to formulate the answers into a proper order to satisfy Broadland
District Council who are part funding these actions. Graham has also attended the recent
meeting of SNAP in Thorpe Marriott and reported on same - which leads us nicely onto
traffic matters.

The traffic through the Village in the morning is causing even greater concern - one
resident having had a picture in the EDP has been the subject of what can only be
described as threatening behaviour by a number of drivers. Letters have been written to
Mr Gunson and a reply has been received which gives some cause for hope that this
matter will eventually be resolved as the Chairman of your Council has also received a
letter from the Chairman of SNAP stating that a meeting will be held in the Village
attended by the Chairman of Broadland District Council, the Chairman of SNAP and also
members of the Parish Council. It appears that there are plans being discussed and we will
have to be patient and see what they are before we take further action should they prove
not to be satisfactory to residents. In the meantime there is a web site that deals with local
matters conceming road surfaces, hedges etc etc and this is known as

vimad i stvet oo and should you wish to bring anything to its attention such as fly
tipping please access this site and follow its instructions.

Sandy Lane off the A 47 will be closed in January for repair work and you also may



have noticed that work is to be done on the north side of the A 47 to alter traffic
flows in and around Hockering. How this affects traffic in Wood Lane we shall have to
wait and see but initially it would appear that this will not particularly benefit
Honingham.

A letter has been received from Mr P Blyth advising us that the tree over the Pump
has been cut back and that he has repaired the weather vane. We thank him for doing this.
A letter has also been received asking for an increase in the Village contributions to the
Parish Pump - at the moment any shortfall in its expenses is met from private funds - so
the Council agreed that is ad-hoc payments should be regularised into six monthly
payments to be agreed nearer the time of payment. Recipients of the Pump are asked to
contribute a small amount (£2-00) for this otherwise free publication and it would be
appreciated if these contributions could be made by as many people as possible to enable
this valuable service to continue. It is envisaged that this report will eventually be placed
on the web site, but not everybody has or is interested in computers so the report will
continue in its original form in the Pump.

A skip will be placed near the Village Hall in J anuary over a weekend - date to be
advised later - so that such rubbish as is allowed can be deposited therein and collected by

charity. There is also a current scam where you receive a card stating that somebody tried
to leave a parcel at your residence but was unable to do so and asks you to phone for a
convenient time to deliver. This call is to central America and costs you £15-00 as soon as
contact is made followed by extortionate rates per minute thereafter - be warned.

The Council is in difficulties over the ownership of the area of grass half way down
Fellowes Road on the left as we wish to erect a further notice Board for the benefit of all
but cannot do so without the owners permission. If anybody can help please contact
George Middleton as to such ownership. Once we know we will arrange for a Board to be
made and erected.

Finally we would like to hear from anybody who would like to nominate a person
or persons as recipients of the Aylwin Cup for 2010. This is presented to somebody who
has given of his or her time for the benefit of the Village over the past year. We already
have two suggestions but would welcome further suggestions to enable the Council to

make a decision.

The next meeting will be on January 7 2010 when all will be welcome and
hopefully further progress will be made on points raised in this report

Mrs. Hickling then asked Mr. Pettifer to address the Council regarding the plans for the
proposed extension to Ailwyn Hall. Tt was hoped to update the facilities as well as
building a large extension, which would increase the number of rooms from 29 to 85 with
all rooms having en-suites. Various questions were asked of Mr. Pettifer and he
promised to visit the Council again before detailed plans were put before Breckland

A planning application had been received for the conversion of a barn at Common Farm
and after much discussion it was decided to write to Breckland Council requesting that
the old farmhouse be demolished before work starts on the proposed development.
Part of Sandy Lane between Ley's Lane and the junction of Weston Green Road will be
closed in January for 25 days so that maintenance work can be carried out.

A letter had been received thanking the Parish Council for its donation to the Goal Post
Fund which also stated that the Youth Club was now closed. The Councillors expressed
their sorrow at this news but paid tribute to the sterling work done over countless years
by Colin and Margaret Cram and Beryl Turner.

A cheque for £40 was signed as a donation to the Citizen's Advice Bureau and it was
decided unanimously not to increase the Precept for the next year.

A working party of Parish Councillors would be set up in order to clean the bus shelter
and to cut the hedge and undergrowth behind it.

The next meeting will be on Monday 14" December at 7.30 p.m.



A Ringing Tradition

In preparation for last year's Festive Season, you were invited to 'perpetuate a tradition' by
listening to hand bells in our villages. I wondered whether those living locally nowadays were, in
fact, aware of the local history of this activity. You may be interested to know . .

Way back in 1962, there lived in Honingham village a husband and wife (Freda and Bevan
Willgress) who were very enthusiastic church bell ringers. They discovered that the parish
church of St. Andrew owned a lovely set of twelve Whitechapel handbells. They decided that the
opportunity was too good to miss and formed a team to ring Christmas carols around the villages
of Honingham and East Tuddenham. They went on foot, armed with a Tilley lamp and a
wheelbarrow to collect in aid of the two churches. The Honingham and East Tuddenham
Handbell Ringers were formed!

The bells were tuned to modern concert pitch at the Whitechapel Bell Foundry and ringing
continued but unfortunately, the leaders left the village in 1968 due to work commitments. Three
local school lads joined the team in 1965 and in 1972, one of them, Paul Blyth, took over the
team. Carol ringing from the back of the truck started at that time and continued for many years.
The whole parish could now be visited and residents in outlying houses often regarded the truck's
arrival as the beginning of their Christmas celebrations. Many cold, snowy nights, saw the
Ringers invited in, offered a 'toast' and bells warmed as children in nightclothes were allowed to
stay up to listen. Money was raised every year for assorted charities. Beaten by Health and

P Safety legislation and the tightening of insurance condmons hurtling through narrow lanes in the
HE _back of an open truck on dark, slippery roads has sadly become a thmo of the past!

However the team flourished under the leadership of_Mlchael Goodman from 1978 and every
year, weather permitting, carols have been rung out in the villages. Initially, in response to a
nock on individual doors, people quite w1llmgly came out or opened windows to listen.
Gradually, fewer and fewer people answered the knocks and it became harder to make people
hear and respond on a cold, dark night. We were even shouted at! So we decided to ring at a
central location and give people the choice of listening and contributing to charity if they
wanted. Last year, fewer than 10 people ventured out!

Of course, time moves on and things change. People are always busy and children are
surrounded by the commercial glamour which accompanies the Festive Season. So why not do
something different and help to preserve this local tradition? Venture out into the chill night air,
glance up at a myriad of stars and listen to the handbells ringing familiar Christmas tunes.

This year our schedule will be as follows:
Wednesday 23" December
East Tuddenham Pump - 6:30pm - 7:00pm
Honingham Pump - 7: 10pm - 7:40pm

Cold weather is no problem but unfortunately, the bells don't like water and we will have to
cancel should it be pouring with rain. Otherwise, why not come and 'perpetuate that tradition'?

He
praised the hard work and achievements of the past year, and introduced
Trishia Phillips, the chairperson of the trustees, who gave her report. High
lights were the two parties to celebrate 10 years since the opening of
Earthsea, one for local VIP’s in the grounds of Berry Hall, a delightful event,
during which the theraputic work carried out was glowingly appreciated, and
the other a summer fete run by the children for their favourite charities, again
a lovely afternoon for everyone. Mrs Phillips also reported how the staff in
both homes and school have sustained their high standard of care and
commitment to their charges, and remain a valued and irreplaceable part of
Norfolk County Council’s children’s service.

We then hear the guest speaker Simon Villette, the retired county special
needs officer for Northamptonshire. Mr Villette gave us a vivid and down
to earth account of his experience with children with special needs including
his time with Childhood First. He also stressed the importance of a
dedicated staff, who work long and hard hours in a job of caring and teaching
that few people actually know much about/. He further commented that this
often applied to the OFSTED teams who inspect special schools, as well as
mainstream.  Standards have to be measured in a work, which is not
standard-sized!
