Wensum Valley Birdwatching Society

Trip to Felbrigg: 30 Members gathered at the car park of the extensive
grounds of Felbrigg Hall for a walk and also to eavesdrop on the early
spring birds. In the capable hands (and ears) of experienced members we
were able to pick out around 30 species from their song, most of which we
also saw. Then one of those magic moments in birdwatching, a pair of
Lesser Redpolls were spotted just above us, on a leafless tree, chomping on
seed pods and enjoying the strengthening sun, oblivious of the gathering
crowds beneath who for some, this was a first.

Wildlife of the Falklands: Over 60 members turned up to hear Norfolk
based, professional photographer David Osborn talk about one of his favorite
wildlife locations. The remoteness of the Falklands, (mainly accessible by
RAF aircraft) and the small number of visitors means the wildlife is very
tame, showing little concern for the occasional photographer. Hence we
were shown some remarkable close-up shots of Gentoo, Rockhopper,
Magellanic and king Penguins, seals, sea birds, the majestic albatross and
other wildlife.

Warbler workshop: In another of our occasional workshops, bird artist
Steven Cale explained the finer points of Warbler identification. The first
surprise was how many different species there were, including 16 species that
breed in the UK. Being fast and nimble, warblers can often only be identified
by their distinctive calls so we were also given a music lesson on warbler
songs, which I will try to remember to next time I’m in warbler territory.
Somewhat optimistic I feel — since I can’t remember where I put my car keys
5 minutes ago.

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Honingham Parish Council

A meeting was held in the Village Hall on Tuesday for the Annual General
Meeting of the Council. This was attended by 18 residents, our PCSO Geoff Pellizzaro
and also by Mr James Joyce (Broadland District and Norfolk County Councillor). We
thank everybody who came along and we are very pleased to note the increased interest
in the workings of the Parish Council which has steadily grown over the past year -
long may this increase continue. It is after all your Council and if you do not let us
know what you think we are unaware and unable to take what action we can.

The minutes of the previous A G M were read, agreed and signed. The
Chairman’s remarks echoed the satisfaction of the increased interest in Parish Council
affairs and he was encouraged to think that this may see further increases in the coming
year. He also reported on the current state of the through traffic in the early hours (7-00
to 9-00 a.m.) caused by back up from the new roundabout. This was in the form of a
reasonably positive letter from Mr Adrian Gunson of Norfolk County Council stating
that he was aware of the problem and that this was being addressed. Given that this
followed reports of current Village activities, reports on the current state of the Bowls
Club trees, repairs to the playground, repairs to the memorial and the current position
regarding the position of a photograph of “Curly” as well as an update on The Parish
Plan, the traffic formed the major part of the evening’s discussion. Mr Joyce stated that
we were to keep up the pressure on the relevant personages - he should know being a
member of the Council - and you can be assured that your council will do just that!
Geoff Pellizzaro stated that the SNAP action will now cease after three months work
checking speed through the Village - 95 letters sent to persons speeding in excess of 35
m p h. in the village. Given that Geoff is a PCSO he is unable to issue fixed penalties
or reports requiring summonses to Court this is all he can do by law and we thank him
for his, and his colleagues, efforts. Apart from this the only crime in the last three
months in Honingham was the theft of the yellow flashing lights from the cones on the
roundabout. Who said Homewatch doesn’t work? The Ailwyn cup was awarded to
John and Pat Skipper for their efforts to help other residents throughout the year.

Relating to the traffic we are attempting to survey the residents of the village as
to their preferences as to what should be done and set out below various options. Please
tick your preferences in order - 1 being most wanted etc and return the cut off strip to
either George Middleton or Brian Winchester or any of the other Councillors before the
next Parish Council meeting on 18™ June - addresses in the phone book.
