East Tuddenham Parish Assembly and Annual General Meeting was held on Wednesday 19" May when Mrs.
Hickling, Chairman, welcomed not only members of the public but also County Councillor Mr. B. Borrett, District
Councillor Mr. P. Claussen, representatives of Breckland Councll and Flagship Housing and those who would be

giving reports.

The minutes of the previous Assembly were read by the clerk and after confirmation were signed by the Chairman.
The clerk then produced the financial statement for the year ended 31% March 2010.

Mrs. Hickling in reporting on the past year thanked all who took part and showed an interest in the Parish Council.
She said that the Councillors have an excellent record of attendance and the District Councillors and County
Councillor also regularly attend the meetings. The Parish Council had met 9 times during the past year and
Councillors had also been to meetings arranged by Breckland Council. Matters which have needed attention
during the year have been the maintenance of roads and footpaths, the traffic situation mainly caused by the new
roundabout and also cleanliness on the village. Breckland Council had now cleaned up the lay-by but there were
still constant requests for owners to clear up after their dogs. At long last the provision of low cost housing was
coming to fruition and this time next year it is hoped that the village would benefit from ail the hard work, co-
operation and generosity of the people and agencies involved. Next year would bring the election of Parish
Councillors and as several of the existing Councillors would like to step down after serving for many years, it is
hoped that a new generation of villagers would involve themselves in the community.

Mrs. Blathwayt, before giving her report on Easton School, introduced Mr. P.Cooper who would be taking over from
her. The partnership with Great Witchingham Schoo! had proved to be very successful and there was now only
one governing body serving both schools. There is a vacancy for a foundation governor to be appointed by East
Tuddenham PCC and it is hoped that this post will be filled shortly. Hockering School has now asked to be part of
the partnership and from September 2010 Christine Livings would be head teacher of all three schools. Easton
School has been chosen to have a pre-school facifity which will have to be housed in a new building. There are
now 120 children at the school and even children who live in Easton have been turned down.

Mrs. Dixon, who reported on the Church, said that the building, in common with a lot of other Churches, was in
need of expensive repairs, and that there was no funds available for these to be done. Mrs. Hickling said that the
Parish Council was always ready to help with providing money for maintenance work in the church yard.

Darry! Smith from Flagship Housing then gave a presentation and said that only the legal work now had to be done
before the houses could be built. The plans were with Breckland Council and the money was in place and as soon
as the solicitors had finalised details the work would be camried out. There was strict criteria regarding the letfing of
the houses and anyone wanting to be accommodated must be on the housing list. There must also be a direct link
with East Tuddenham as building on these exception sites was for local people. The Parish Council would be
notified about who had been allocated a house and also the connection with the village. There was a notice board
with the plans displayed and members of the team were there fo help anyone interested in renting any of the
houses.

District Councillor Paul Claussen had brought copies of a booklet outlining the achievements of Breckland Council
during the past year and County Councillor Bill Borrett said he was always there, not to tell people about the
Council but to listen to their views and problems.

Mrs. Hickling then thanked all the speakers and then closed the meeting.

The Annual General Meeting of the Parish Council then followed which was solely for the election of Officers for the
nextyear. Mrs. Hickling was nominated as Chairman and Mrs. Shrsimpling as Vice Chairman.



Honingham Parish Council

Annual Parish Meeting
Tuesday 18" May2010

The annual meeting of the Parish Council was held in the Village Hall and was attended by three
members of the Council, The Parish Clerk and approximately 30 members of the Village. The meeting
was followed by the annual meeting of the Village Hall Committee.

It is very pleasing to see so many members of the village taking an interest in matters of Council
business and long may this continue. A welcome was given by the Chairman and the minutes of last
year’s meeting were read, approved and signed. The Parish Clerk, Mr George Middleton, then gave the
Parish report during which those residents who carry out unpaid and voluntary work on behalf of all
residents were thanked. These persons will know who they are, and they are numerous, help this village in
many ways often unnoticed, but very much appreciated.

During the course of this report it was stated that the Bowling Club trees have been lopped, the
photograph of “Curly” is now in residence in the Village Hall, the phone box is now the property of the
village, etc. We were asked last year to transfer the planning applications for the Honingham Thorpe site
to Colton as this affects that Village far more than Honingham. This has not, and will not, happen as
apparently this would require an Act of Parliament and a lot of paperwork. The Parish Plan progresses

and will very soon now be finalised in the form of paperwork plans for village approval. Many thanks
must go to the Vice Chairman of the Council, Mr Graham Cullender and his team for the large amount of
work going on behind the scenes for this project. A lot of this work can be seen on the Village website
which is very much up and running, The new notice board has been placed in Fellowes Road and the key
is available from Malcolm Joyce (the Egg Man). If Malcolm is not there please push any notices you want
so be shown on the Board through his letter box and he will place them on the Board. The reason for this
procedure is that we have already had a couple of attempts to sabotage the board and the doors have
already been strained by somebody trying to reach existing notices - sad but this is the reason for our

approach.
This years award of the Aylwin Cup went to Mrs Susan Grant for her unstinting work behind the

scenes of the Village Hall and other organisations.

The Village organisations are very much the same as last year and in most cases are flourishing, so
much so that the Village Hall is booked most nights and a lot during the day.

A very interesting matter was brought to the attention of the meeting by Mr Mark Kenney who
approached the Parish Council for permission to be authorised as Parish Litter Warden which, as there
was a quorum of Councillors present , was approved. Mr Kenny already collects litter in Taverham Road
on a regular basis, as do other members of the village on other roads, but he has the ear of the CPRE and
a Mr Peter Leggett of Broadland District Council. Mark is willing to act as co-ordinator should others
wish it and will be looking into the matter of obtaining litter picking grabs, gloves and plastic bags for a
co-ordinated scheme in the future. His phone number is 01603 881242.

The matter of traffic is still on-going with letters going backwards and forwards to various
authorities. We are now in the process of assembling an A-47 pressure group of local Parish Councils as
we feel that either The Highways Agency and/or Norfolk County Council will pick us off one at a time
but will have to accept pressure (perhaps in the way of pressure at election time!) from a group. This
grouping now stands at 10 Parish Councils with the possibility of one more. After an initial meeting to be
held very soon we will report back to all concerned.

The next meeting of the Parish Council be on June 10™ at 7-30 in the Village Hall.
